A. 1.  Project eligibility under the Gold Standard  

 

 
The purpose of this Biogas CDM Project activity is to set up 5,000 biogas plants (digesters) of 2 m3 
capacity each, for single households in 5 Mandals of Anantapur District. Each household will install 
a 2 m3 biogas plant, and feed cattle dung and other organic waste into the anaerobic digester for the 
production of biogas, used for cooking purposes and the heating of water. The aim of the project is 
to replace the commonly used inefficient wood-fired mud stove technology, with clean, sustainable 
and efficient biogas ï and in this way replace Non-Renewable Biomass with biogas for cooking and 
hot water heating.  
 
By utilizing cattle dung in a controlled anaerobic digestion and combustion system, biogas will be 
available for cooking energy and heating water. The biogas will be used on a two-ring gas stove with 
a flame temperature of 870°C, supplied as part of the project activity. Households having cattle, or 
willing to collect the cattle dung required, will participate in the project. The project would be 
implemented upon registration of the project as a CDM project activity, as the project will be 
financed completely from carbon revenues. The project activity is a Renewable Energy Supply 
category, wherein there is generation and supply of thermal services from biogas units which is non-
fossil and non-depletable energy source. The emission reduction from the project activity is based 
on the methodology I.E, Version 1.

The Social Education and Development Society (SEDS) is a grassroot level Non-Governmental Organization 
(NGO) working since 28 years in Anantapur District which is in South Western part of Andhra Pradesh, 
Southern India. The district is a drought-prone area. The main focus of SEDS is to help the poorest of the 
poor through integrated rural development activities with an emphasis on womenôs empowerment, watershed 
programmes, reforestation and natural resource management. SEDS is currently working in 128 villages, 
supporting 12,000 women and their families, 980 Self Help Groups, 120 Village Organizations & 5 Mandal 
Mahila Samakhya. 
 
1. Purpose of the project activity 

 

The purpose of this Biogas CDM Project activity is to set up 5,000 biogas plants (digesters) of 2 m3 capacity 
each for single households in 5 Mandals of Anantapur District by the Social Education and Development 
Society (SEDS), and in this way replace Non-Renewable Biomass with biogas for cooking and hot water 
heating. A biogas plant of 2 m3 capacity is sufficient for providing cooking fuel to a family of four to five. These 
biogas units will be installed in a phased manner; 2,500 units/year for a period of 2 years.  
 
 
2. Project components 
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Each household will install a 2 m3 biogas plant and feed cow dung, organic waste and biomass waste into the 
anaerobic digester. The technology is tried and tested in India, and has been in use for many years. By 
utilizing these various sources of biogenic waste in a controlled anaerobic digestion and combustion system, 
biogas will be available for cooking energy and heating hot water. The biogas will be used on a two-ring gas 
stove with a flame temperature of 870°C, supplied as part of the project activity. All households willing to 
collect biogenic waste from agriculture and household has been chosen to participate in the project. 
Implementation of the project will be after successful validation and registration of the project as a CDM 
project activity since the project will be financed completely from carbon revenues.
